The Real Attack on Christianity 

 
Two days before I sat down to write this newsletter article, a self-proclaimed Muslim jihadist slit the throat of a 

security guard at Bishop International Airport in Flint, Michigan. Weeks earlier, other Muslim jihadists attacked 

clergy while saying Mass. And before that, there were other attacks in Europe and around the world all done in 

the name of “Allah” to people whose worldview did not conform to that of Muhammad, or at least the 

Muhammad they claim to understand. 

 

Christians are concerned about being attacked by jihadists for their faith in Christ. Having removed Christianity 

from a position of privilege in the public square, many in the church wonder if the government will take a 

position hostile to the Gospel as well. Many are concerned that “freedom of religion” will only apply to 

worship, and not the exercise of their faith in society. Christians are concerned about being attacked by a secular 

state. And while these threats to the faith should not be casually brushed aside as some are content to do, they 

do not, in my opinion, at this time constitute a systematic threat to Christianity as an institution or the personal 

faith of Christians. They present difficulties that need to be seriously addressed, but not a crisis worthy of panic.  

 

Is there, then, a real attack on Christianity? Yes. Absolutely. And it is one that has been ongoing and virtually 

unnoticed. Every week, a majority of people who claim to be Christian attack their brothers and sisters in Christ 

by refusing to worship alongside them. They refuse to give a visible witness to the world by not worshiping the 

God they claim has saved them in Christ. 

 

Christians attack Christianity when they make excuses for the words of the Scripture and refuse to speak the 

name of Jesus—even to other people who claim to believe in Him. It is when Christians live with one foot 

firmly planted in the world and dip their toes into the water of Christ-centered faith and obedience. Suffice it to 

say that the people of our country know we are headed in the wrong direction and want change. You heard me 

say recently that 70% of all Americans call themselves Christian, yet only about 30% of all Americans are in 

worship on any given Sunday. What if that changed? What would happen if, seemingly out of the blue, 

everyone who identified as Christian made a “One Hour Per Week” commitment to go to church, regardless of 

what else vied for their attention? What if workers called off and kids didn’t show up to the game? What if 

people set alarm clocks and called a halt to Saturday night at a decent hour, woke up, and came to church? And 

what if they did it over and over again? Too much to ask? I’m sure that it is.  But what if all the people who call 

St. Barnabas their church home took the commitments they made in the sight of God and his church seriously 

and, without excuse, came to church? What would it be like to have 224 people in worship each and every 

Sunday (and what if those people brought friends and family)?  What if we said enough is enough and stood up 

and fought for what we believe in?  What if we could defend Christianity?  We can; the time has come for us to 

take a stand.  By showing up weekly to Mass, saying your prayers daily, and encouraging one another in our 

faith journey, we become part of the Church Militant, defenders of the faith.  The time has come to take a stand!  

Defend our faith!  Too much to ask?  God does not think so…

History of St. Barnabas’ Episcopal Church          
In 1867, Harvey W. Judd, then studying for the ministry at Sewanee, began a series of lay readings in 
Tullahoma and Shelbyville.  St. Barnabas’ Mission was established the following year, a frame chapel was 
completed on the present-day site in 1872, and the parish was admitted to the diocese in 1874.  The 
Reverend Lucian Holmes was the first rector.  Visitors may see in the churchyard the grave of his wife, 
Elizabeth Holmes, who died on Christmas Day in1875 at the age of 50.  In 1897, the original building was 
replaced with the present Gothic Revival structure, built with Sewanee sandstone donated by the 
University of the South.  When the church experienced a surge in membership with the establishment of 
Camp Forrest during World War II, a service hall was built behind the church and served the troops as a 
recreation hall.  After the war this became known as the Parish House.  In 1974 Sunday school rooms 
were added, and in 2002 a new Parish Hall and connector were built.  The latest addition was the 
Columbarium added outside the south wall of the church.  Extensive renovations were made between 
2012 and 2014 correcting structural problems.   A slate roof was added to match the original design, the 
original plastering and wainscoting were restored, and lighting was updated. 
 
 A Casavant Frerés Ltd of Canada organ with 18 ranks and approximately 900 pipes were designed and 
built especially for St. Barnabas in 1977.  The organ was dedicated as the Jean Gray-Mary Noble Bennett 
Organ after the console was completely rebuilt and new stops added in 2012.  Beautiful stained-glass 
windows adorn the narthex(entry) and the nave(sanctuary).   Above the entrance a window depicts a 
figure of Christ holding a large key and standing before a medieval walled city symbolizing that Christ 
holds the key to the Kingdom.  The window to visitors’ left in the narthex portrays the figure of Christ 
giving a blessing with the alpha (beginning) and omega (ending) symbols.  The window above the inner 
glass door to the nave depicts St. Barnabas, the patron saint of the parish, holding the pilgrim’s staff and 
pointing to depict the idea that the Word is going forth.  The symbols etched on the glass doors portray St. 
Matthew (the winged man), St. Mark (the winged lion), St. John (the eagle), and St. Luke (the winged ox), 
with a vined leaf motif representing Christ’s blood shed for mankind.  Three windows adorn the rear wall, 
the left window has a figure of Christ and dove with the message, “Therefore we are buried with Him by 
baptism unto death.” The center window shows Jesus and St.  John the Baptist with St. Mary the Virgin 
kneeling, and the Apostles in the foreground and at the top the Latin phrase “Ecce Agnus Dei “(Behold the 
Lamb of God). The right window shows the ascended Lord as viewed by the Apostles with the Greek 
symbol for Christ, Chi Rho.  Facing the altar, the left wall holds three windows depicting the miracle at

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Cana; the Ten Commandments; and the feeding of the 5,000.  The windows on the right wall depict the 
Lord’s Supper, Eternal Life and Descent of the Holy Spirit. The two oldest windows are in the organ pipes 
area, suggesting an analogy of Christ’s sacrifice of Himself, and above the altar a circular window 
portraying a cross and crown surrounded by a wreath and tied together with a ribbon entitled “The 
Christ of Creation.” Two windows with musical themes also grace the altar area.  St. Michael the 
Archangel graces the window above the door leading to the parlor.  
 
Leaving the nave, notice the Reflection garden and the Columbarium.  Overlooking the Columbarium 
above the sacristy door is the “Angel of the Resurrection” proclaiming “He is Risen.”  The window to the 
right depicts St. Cecelia.  The parlor is used as a reception area and a bridal room.  From the parlor, we 
will travel down a hall where guests will see a collection of artifacts and historic pieces including a 
charred beam of wood from an earlier church fire which was found when the roof was replaced. 

Upon entering the parish hall you will be greeted by a celebration of St. Andrew. While many people 
today are aware of the Presbyterian Church’s Scottish roots, few realize that the Episcopal Church in the 
United States shares a common heritage with their Presbyterian brothers and sisters. While some often 
think that the Episcopal Church came from the Church of England, it was Scottish Episcopalians who were 
responsible for the foundation of an Anglican Church independent of the British Crown in the new 
country of America.      

During the colonial period, the whole continent of America was part of the Diocese of London, although 
the Bishop of London never visited the various Anglican congregations, and no confirmations or 
ordinations of clergy were ever held, isolating colonial Anglicans from their Mother Church. After the 
American Revolution, the Anglican Church in the former colonies was in a quandary: clergy in the 
Anglican tradition could only be ordained by bishops in apostolic succession, and Church of England 
Bishops could no longer ordain American clergy. Rather than accept a temporary form of ordination 
without Bishops, ten Anglican clergy from Connecticut met in 1783 to find another solution. They elected 
one Samuel Seabury, a former missionary in New York, and ironically, a Loyalist who supported the 
British cause, to be their bishop. Seabury travelled to England, but was refused to be consecrated by 
Church of England Bishops, who said that they could not consecrate a person who would not take the 
required oath of loyalty to the British monarchy. Undaunted, Seabury then went to Scotland.  On 
November 14, 1784, in the Long Acre Chapel of Saint Andrew’s Cathedral, Aberdeen, Samuel Seabury was 
consecrated Bishop for America, the first Anglican Bishop to serve outside the British Isles, and thus 
laying the foundations for the worldwide Anglican Communion.  The Scottish origins of the Episcopal 
Church are commemorated on the Church’s official shield and Flag. Adopted in 1940 by the General 
Convention of the Episcopal Church, the shield is: Argent, a cross gules, on a canton azure nine cross-
crosslets argent in saltire. 

The red cross on white is for the Church of England, of which the Episcopal Church is the American 
representative, the white cross-crosslets represent the nine original dioceses and the blue canton with 
the crosses in saltire is a reminder of the Episcopal Church of Scotland from whom the first American 
bishop, Samuel Seabury, received his consecration as Bishop.

July 25 is dedicated to St. James the Great, the patron saint of Spain. According to 
legendary lore, James preached the gospel in Spain, and afterwards returning to 
Palestine, was made the First Bishop of Jerusalem. While preaching from the summit 
of the temple, he was thrown over the battlements, and killed.  
 
Collect: O gracious God, we remember before You today, Your servant and Apostle 
James, first among the Twelve to suffer martyrdom for the name of Jesus Christ; and 
we pray that You will pour out upon the leaders of Your Church that spirit of                
self-denying service by which alone they may have true authority among Your people; through Jesus Christ our 
Lord, who lives and reigns with You and the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever. Amen. 
 

Tuesday, August 15   ̧Saint Mary the virgin, mother of our lord jesus Christ  
Holy Eucharist will be cele brated at 6 p.m.  

Collect: God, You have taken to Yourself the blessed Virgin Mary, mother of Your 
incarnate Son: Grant that we, who have been redeemed by his blood, may share with 
her the glory of Your eternal kingdom; through Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives and 
reigns with You, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, one God, now and for ever. Amen.
